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INTRODUCTION

Keyhole limpet hemocyanin (KLH) is a large, oxygen-carrying, blue metalloprotien that found in

hemolymph of mollusks and arthropods (spiders and beetles). Hemocyanin contains two copper ions directly
linked to the polypeptide chain. Like iron-containing hemoglobin, it easily bound to oxygen and dissociates
from oxygen. In immunological studies, KLH is widely used to conjugated with antigen and serve as

immune-stimulant.
